NEW for the 2012...  
 

    The National Fine Arts Festival rating scale is as follows: 

  Up to 25 points    Fair 

 26-30 points  Good 

 31-35 points  Excellent 

               36-40 points           Superior with Invitation (district) 

                  Superior (National) 

               -2 points            Time Violation 

               -2 points            Rule Violation 

 

1. Substitution allowances have been changed to the following: 

 

    Small Groups (one to four participants) are allowed one substitution. 

    Large Groups (five to ten participants) are allowed two substitutions. 

    Choir is allowed three substitutions. 

    Groups of one to ten are allowed one substitution if the original group had one to four participants; two sub-

stitutions if the original group had  five to ten participants. The original group is understood to be the group 

members that participated at the district Festival. If a student registered for but did not participate in a group 

at the district Festival, he/she will not be counted in the original group. 

 

2. Click tracks, metronomes, or other rhyth mic stability assistance devices or technology are 

    disallowed. 

 

3. Framing, other than matte board, is no longer permitted in the Art Division categories. 

 

4. "Mounting" is no longer required for entries in the Visual Art, Three Dimensional category. 

 

5. Scripture reference must be cited with all scripture quotations or readings in Short Sermon 

    categories. 

 

6. Spoken Word is now an official category in the Communication Div ision. 

 

7. Step/Urban Solo/Troupe is divided into the categories of Step Solo/Troupe and Urban 

    Solo/Troupe within the Dance Division. 

 

8. The Lyrical genre within the Worship Dance categories is renamed "Contemporary." 

 

9. Human Video Ensemble, Spanish is an official category in the Drama Divis ion. 

 

10. Dramatized Quoting is a new category in the Exhibition Division.

11. Instrumental Ensemble, Contemporary is an official category in the Instrumental Division. 

 

12. Keyboard Solo is renamed Piano Solo. Piano is the only approved instrument. 

 

13. Vocal Ensemble, Spanish is an official category in the Vocal Division.

Frequently Asked Rule Questions  
 

Q. Please address the statement: "Splicing should only be done after obtaining the proper license or permis-

sion of the copyright owner(s). Simply owning an original does not imply license or permission." Does this 

mean we have to present proof of copyright? 

 

A. There is a growing concern that our students and leaders may be crossing the line between "fair use" and 

blatant copyright infringement when it comes to cutting and splicing copyrighted music. To assist students and 

leaders in being completely legal and ethical, we have added this statement to encourage them to obtain as 

much permission as possible.

1. Each individual is expected to maintain exemplary Christian behavior, including respect for all 

property and leadership (PYM staff, church staff, security, etc.)  

 

2.    All bags, including purses, are subject to be searched by security. 

 

3. Absolutely no food or drink in any building/sanctuary, with the exception of bottled water. 
 

4.     The balcony in the main sanctuary is closed until the Celebration service. 

 
5.     Keep building and grounds clean. Pick up after yourself. 

 
6.     No chewing gum is permitted on either campus.  

 

7.     No standing on the pews or chairs; no sitting on tables. 

 

8. Restrooms are to be used responsibly and should there be a problem, please report it to 
        the church staff as quickly as possible. 

 

9. No loitering, standing, or practicing in the hallways or walk ways.                                     

Please use the tent area outside to socialize. 

 

10.  ONE WAY hallways are just that...ONE WAY! 
 

11.  Keep ALL hallway noise to a minimum.  Remember students are trying to minister. 

 

12.   Do not enter a performance room, including the sanctuary, until the door monitors have 

        opened the doors for entrance. 

 
13.  Any disputes or conflicts may be resolved only by designated personnel determined by PYM.  

 

14.  I understand that should I miss my scheduled performance time, other than a PYM    

       scheduling conflict, I forfeit my time to perform.   

 

15.  I understand that I am to wear my Fine Arts participant wristband at all times...on my wrist. 

       Replacements are $5 each, including non-participants. 
 

16.  No alcoholic beverages, tobacco products, knives, or weapons of any kind will be tolerated. 

       Possession will result in immediate dismissal and disqualification of the entire group. 

 

17.  Obey all security and crossing guards.  Obey all parking lot speed limits & caution areas. 

 
Violation of this conduct code will result in the entire group being disqual ified, and the senior pastor  

receiving a phone call.
